Christmas and New Years Public Holidays

2025/26
There are four public holidays over the Christmas/New Year holiday season:

Christmas Day: Thursday 25th December 2025
Boxing Day: Friday 26th December 2025
New Year’s Day: Thursday 1st January 2026
Day after New Year’s Day: Friday 2nd January 2026

As these public holidays are on weekdays, they are observed on the day they fall (i.e. there is no
Mondayisation or Tuesdayisation.
